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The contents of this email are my totally subjective truth and my point of view. I write from inside my head.  
This is the only place I can write from.  
  

Dear Professor Bungane, 
 

"I like your Christ, but I do not like your Christians. Your Christians are so unlike your Christ" 
Mahatma Ghandi 

 Prof. I am not calling you by this title to ridicule you. I am doing it since you have, in emails to me  (more than 
thrice), defined yourself as a 'prudent scholar'. This is now yourself definition. Here is myself definition; 
 I am just a child of God. Period, (Sorry, faith preachers, I know 'just a child of God' is not good enough for 
you). I write this letter as a postmodern Prophet. I have also defined myself as a postmodern mystic. It is not 

easy to be a mystic. You are always going against tradition, against the flow. I will later tell you why you 
defined yourself as a scholar and not a theologian. As a postmodern mystic, I have fully analysed your emails 
using the best of my mystical mind, technology, word count, spell check, etc. Mystical spiritual experiences 
have become a part of my journey and my reality since 17 August 2007. Some friends asked me to ignore your 

rude email and just go on with my life. I felt led to use my prophetic call  to respond to you, so that we can all 
have hope in a hopeless world. I felt led to defend my new found faith. As a mystic,   I sense that there is a 
deep question within you; who is this Muzi? 

 

(until Muzi becomes himself and not a carbon copy of Sponge I will be rude in my discussions with him,) 
My response here addresses the type of Christianity represented by people who behave like you do.  The 
attached emails are more disgusting than the disgust you find in people like Bishop Spong and I. You are 
justifying your rudeness to me by ridiculing Bishop Spong. What if I was a ‘carbon copy’ of someone you 
loved? What if I was a carbon copy of your most admired scholar? Would you be rude to me and ridicule him 
or her? I have empathy with your hatred for Bishop Spong, many traditional Christians find him disgusting. 
You are basically saying you will be rude to me until I fit in within your definition of me. Do you really have to 
be rude to me because you can’t define me? Does the Christ within you want you to be rude? You have 

defined yourself as a ‘prudent scholar’, with a flimsy excuse for not responding to my email. It is not my 
intention to be rude to you. My intention is to speak the truth in love (not anger and love). The truth will set 
you free, but it will first deeply wound you, and for that I apologize in advance. Bishop Spong is just a child of 

God like me. I and He just happen to have the same mystical experiences. We are asking the same questions. 
Do not direct your vitriolic anger at us. You anger should be directed at the Distinguished Scholars of the Jesus 
Seminar (not seminary). These are the Bible scholars who interpret our mystical experiences for us  and 
address inherent contradictions in the Bible (a modern day idol). They make sense of the questions we are 

asking, and like Christ, they respond to our questions with other questions. They change questions to our 
traditional answers. We remain with answers, only to discover that the questions have been changed.  
 
 I'm a child of God (not a MAN of God). Men of God have all the answers. A child of God has questions only.  

Wait for the right time. In my world, a scholar is a Professional ‘theologian’. A Prudent one would then be a 
Distinguished Professor. The one other Professors look up to. I now present my paper for marking. As my 
Distinguished Professor, I have acceded to your request to name the sources of all my quotations, though you 
did not name your source when you said; "shame the Devil". Everyone knows that this is not original to you. 

You stole this somewhere and failed to acknowledge but insist that I should acknowledge to Karl Marx, a 
quote that Karl Marx stole from Aristotle. At least, I do not know where Karl Marx stole it from (since you did 
not know). I just don’t know where Aristotle stole it from. I can know if I want to.  
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There is a kwaito song that says; "UMLILO!!! Ungawu lokothi! Uyashisa!!! (Don't stoke the fire! It will burn 
you). I humbly requested Pastors last October to leave this emerging tsunami alone. Many of them heeded my 
call. Many of them are feeling the hovering wind of the rising consciousness. I quoted Prof. (as you have 
requested). Please mark my thesis now. 

  

For your easy referencing, at the end of my letter, I have attached copies of emails you sent to me in 2008. 
"The axe forgets, but the tree just falls and dries up, then pollutes everything!"  -  African proverb. 

  

1. REV. MAPHALALA 

  

I think you owe Rev. Maphalala an apology. You do not have to, if you are not convinced. You were not there 

on my 25th wedding anniversary. You were not there on the 16th of June when Maphalala came to give the 
context of the 08 May talk. You were not even supposed to receive the email you responded to (as per Cease 
Molebatsi's humble request). You then, take an email that was not sent to you and insult Maphalala in a very 
disrespectful manner. You portray him as a gullible old man who cannot make up his own decisions. He needs 
Muzi to buy him with his ‘wealth’. According to you, everything Maphalala said was because I bought his soul 
with money. Let me include your quote: (broken English, very bad for a FNB "Provincial Executive") verbatim: 
the old man Maphalala sometimes get confused and say things that incongruent with himself, let us not 
blame the old man, we need to blame Muzi who is funding the old man and poor Maphalala can never be able 

to say anything wrong against Muzi, ....this Christian today he says he hates…. (He said Christianity - not 
Christian!). You can do a better sentence construction than this! Maphalala reiterated his stance on the 16th. 
Should we ask him to reiterate to you? You were not supposed to get involved in this conversation, because, 
you were not there, period. I hope you find it in your heart to apologize to the old man. Again, I cannot force it 
on you. It is only the Christ who lives in you who will lead you in the appropriate Christ character.  
  

I suggest you do not use your designation until you learn to do a spell check, sentence construction, a bit of 
grammar polishing, and re-read your material before you send it. Then and only then will I be convinced of 

your readiness for a ‘war of ideas’ debate. Maybe we can then go public. Not with our current IQ. Both of us 
need to do some some work on our IQ before we go public, don't you think so Professor? Or else media sharks 
will devour us alive, especially when we use words like, "shame the Devil", in a public discourse. Imagine us 
fighting over "shame the Devil" on Talk 702? I really would not like to see that happening to you or me. I really 

do not want to embarrass you in public (though I've copied my sceptic friend John Robbie this email). I hope 
he does not call you. (I challenged Muzi at any given point in time in Public or Private to expose how bankrupt is his 

argument) I honestly do not want to embarrass you! I am actually the one who is embarrassed by your 

Christianity. I certainly do not like it. This is the type of Christianity that manifests every time a Christian calls a 
radio talk show conversation. This is the reason I refuse to have a public debate with you. I know you 
disagree. You are welcome to seek a second opinion; if you do not trust my humble advice. This will make life 
much easier for the Professor. I'm not perfect, but I try my level best. Even when I get critiqued, I always sleep 

well - knowing that I burnt the midnight oil trying. If I, as your student can use a spelling check, why can't you 
Professor? If I can diligently read and re-read my emails before I distribute them, I think you can also do that.  
I responded to this mail because it came from an Executive of a very important Bank in our country. I felt I 
needed to respond; otherwise I would not have wasted my valuable time.  The Christ in me would have me 

respond in this manner. 
  

I have to add that Maphalala is not the only person who has suffered this indignity. Jackson Khosa, my friend, 
Spiritual Director, and mentor of the past 27 years, has also been labelled one who can never be able to say 

anything wrong against Muzi...... Because, Muzi has bought his soul with money, even buys him cars! Others 
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who have decided to befriend with me (in this strange road less travelled I got into since 17 August 2007) have 
suffered the same fate. They have been called all sorts of names, marginalized, ostracized, etc.   
 

 2. EMAIL SENT ON OCTOBER 2008 
 

(I told Muzi that he is suffering from what some of us suffered from some 20 years ago, that is NAKS, Newly Acquired 

Knowledge Syndrome. It is dangerous to acquire new information once you have reached the age above 40, because it 

makes you behave like a kid)  

 
I do not have beliefs. I am a mystic. Mystic know, believers believe; because they do not know, that is the 
reason they believe. This brings us into serious trouble with Christians holding beliefs.  I am fully aware that 
you still can’t get it Prof. It has been like this since you heard of my mystical experience of August 2007.You 
sent me a vicious email after I released my booklet in August 2008. I was celebrating the first anniversary of 
my spiritual encounter and decided to put together a free booklet to tell my story. You responded by sending 
me a vicious email threatening to expose me over things I told you in confidence in 2004 re; my struggles with 
the Mpumalanga politicians. You ridiculed my shower encounter and likened it to President Zuma’s shower 

incident. Just because I came open with my beliefs you were so angry that you asked me to stop or you would 
'expose' me. You also threatened to expose my 'liquor drinking' while I was with you at Telkom. You also said 
you were going to tell Pastors that I stole Telkom's contract, and blah-blah-blah. Why do Pastors not Google 
Muzi Cindi on the internet make own findings? I asked you to forge ahead with your intentions as long as that 
would give you peace in your soul. The thrust of your response was over a spiritual encounter I had after 
reading Richard Dawkins' book. ALL THIS OVER A BOOK! - Prof?    
 

You went on to attack Richard Dawkins with a long email, and I had to correct you by saying I am not him, 
address your misgivings to him. You then expressed yourself interest desire to debate Richard Dawkins. 
Really! Really Professor!!! Professor Richard Dawkins? (I copied my friend this email) I just know that He is 
now very tired of the many Christian Professors He has debated with (Richard; please consider our Prof, here). 

You are still furious over a spiritual encounter happening after reading Richard Dawkins book, because Richard 
is an aggressive atheist and your Christ CANNOT instruct an atheist to write, NO! Not an atheists like Richard. 
You mind cannot just accept this, so you have had do define my encounter in demonic terms so that you can 
be at peace. Most of my critics do that. Religious people did the same to Jesus, remember? I fully understand 

the name calling. My critics have to define me to be at peace; otherwise they won't sleep at night. Please! Do 
not ask me to deny my experiences. They are undeniable! Just like your experiences are undeniable. Gives me 
space to talk about ME - I will tell you a lot about ME - just give me space in your heart. All I request is space 
to tell the story of my journey. I ask ‘prudent scholars’, like you to, give me answers to the questions I have.  

   
I then copied you an email intended for Alexander Venter in October 2008. I did not have to copy you this 
email but did it out of my generosity as a fellow brother. You responded emotionally through the emails 
attached below. You then sent Alexander an email requesting to be a part of a meeting where I was going to 

discuss my dispute with him. You did not even know Alexander and have never seen him till this day. You send 
an email to Alexander; and request a person I have just introduced to you via email! You are requesting HIM 
to allow YOU to come to a meeting I arranged and copied YOU. Where is your integrity in this Prof? You 

requested Alexander to arrange a Public debate with me to... "expose how bankrupt is his argument".. People are 
entitled to their subjective beliefs and I am not in the business of; "expose how bankrupt is his argument"...... as 
you indicated in your email to Alexander. You then inform him about the "millions" you have and how you are 
prepared to use them to fight Muzi (or expose Muzi as you said later). 
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(God has blessed me with millions I can fund that forum for public debate we need to talk…, if we can delegate that to 

someone to run with the logistics and I will fund that from the monetary point of view) 
 

I never responded as the email was not addressed to me. If it was, I would have declined for obvious 

IQ reasons I've already stated. Secondly, I would have declined because my quest is in telling my story and not 
debating people's stories. My quest is in listening to people tell me stories about their journeys as I expect 
them to listen as I tell my story. I have done that in Thailand, China, Malaysia, India, Japan, and many other 
places, since my 2007 encounter. My life was irrevocably changed by the stories I heard. I came back and 

renounced my religion as the absolute one. This made you very emotional and angry, over your idol. 
 

You advised me to read other scholars. I have been an evangelical for forty years. In those forty years (of 
my evangelical wilderness), I read everything on evangelicalism. I read this book of books called ‘The Bible’, 

frontwards and backwards. I read it with intense passion as a Pastor, as you know. I became conversant with 
evangelical apologetics. I read and learned to defend the tenets of evangelicalism. Which other scholars 
should I then read Prof? Who should actually read other scholars, between and you I? 

  

You kept on insisting that Bishop Spong was 'a homosexuality' (instead of a homosexual) even after I 
corrected your misconception. You are still insisting it even on the latest email. You said, "I owe it to my 
eleven year old daughter and five year old son to stop Muzi". You said this in 2008. Your daughter is thirteen 
(a teenager) now, I suppose, and your son is now seven. It seems like they are under threat due to Muzi’s 

teachings. Muzi won’t stop writing his ‘so called books’ Prof. Like ‘faith movement’ preachers you know, He 
will write more and more books. By the time your kids go to University, Muzi may have written ten books, 
maybe. How can this be averted Prof? Muzi is not good for your generation. This is quite serious as you have 

repeated it in the recent email; it is time that we expose Muzi for what he is now…we owe it to our kids…to 

our generation… we cannot sit back and allowed to be fed by Muzi  How are you going to do it? How will you 
keep them from being poisoned by Muzi? Are you going to build special schools, colleges, and even a 
University, like American Christians, to reassure them? Will you, maybe, even consider a TV station, a radio 

station, a book shop, and a separate mall for them? Are you going to send them to some ghetto island to keep 
them away? Are you going to ban them from any internet cafe where they may access Muzi’s website? How 
are you going to stop Muzi? I just wonder - having studied church history. The only way to quell your deep 
seated fears and anger will be stop Muzi and silence him, so that your kids won’t ‘be fed by Muzi’.  
 
I have defined myself as a nonconformist. Nonconformity, in the eyes of those who see themselves as 
orthodox, encourages heresy, and heresy always means trouble for the heretic. One of your complaints was; 
"I challenge his writing ability, his intellectual understanding of issues, plagiarism, his ability to advance his 

argument without regagitating what other people are saying". (Did you mean; regurgitating?)  
 
 3. THE RECENT EMAIL 

  

This is the one Thabo sent you unlawfully. The one you then used for yourself interest. Bishop Spong (not 
Sponge) is 79 years old. In line with our African tradition (and like all human beings),  I think He deserves to be 
treated with utmost respect, regardless of his beliefs. In my previous emails to you, I requested you to respect 

him, but you keep on calling him by that ridiculing name - Sponge. Some call him Spook, Sping, Spongie, etc. 
They then call us little spongies. These are people who claim Christ-likeness. Bishop Spong consecrated 
Archbishop Tutu when He first became Bishop in 1976. I hope this information will help in your silly, biased 
judgment of Bishop Spong. Read about it in; http://www.muzicindi.net/?q=node/7. Archbishop Tutu has 

learnt from him to fight for the rights of people called homosexuals (not homosexuality as you called it 

http://www.muzicindi.net/?q=node/7
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before). I'm amazed that you prefer to call Bishop Spong "a homosexuality" (to use your sic language), but you 
do not do that to Archbishop Tutu when He does exactly the same activism as Bishop Spong. You are allowed 
to differ vehemently with Bishop Spong. At least, award him the respect you would want to be awarded the 
day you are his age. Do unto him what you would like done to you. I think you owe Bishop Spong an apology 

(only if you are convicted). I copied him this response as you can see, so that He can also see how Africans 
think of him. He has a high regard for African ubuntu (Bishop Spong; you were wrong and generalizing on 
African ubuntu). Maybe He will respond (don't bet on it) and explain to you that He is not ‘a homosexuality’, 
but just happens to be compassionate to homosexuals as modern day lepers; he is just being  compassionate 
to those whose humanity is diminished by religion and religious books. Do you really have to treat a person, 
whose beliefs you differ with, this way Prof? Is this Christ like? 

  

"not quoting Bishop Sponge and all other homosexual inclined Bishop as authority used to dismiss the Gospel 
of Jesus Christ",  - Please, read this again! “I deliberately shied away from discussing the contents”. You 
deliberately shy away from the main issue (and still call yourself a ‘prudent scholar’) to engage in slander. Like 
you did in the previous emails, you are lobbying Pastors to gang up against me. Are you going to be there 

when this tsunami hits them and they fall apart like humpty dumpty's? What will you do when Pastors cannot 
stop bleeding? Will you be there when they spend sleepless nights over what you 'pushed' them to do? You 
use the weapon of guilt on them by saying; "I blame some of our pastors for not speaking up against this 
thing, this is no time to entertain this and laugh about it in corridors, Muzi is attacking the real basis of our 

faith and it is not a matter of laughing this is serious, and we need to stand up with anger but show love to a 
person of Muzi". 
 
 LEAVE PASTORS ALONE! Let them go through their journeys alone. They, like you, entered this universe 

alone. This email is taking you through hell, ALONE. It is good medicine. It is bitter but it heals. Don't use mafia 
tactics on Pastors. Let them experience God their own way. Don't use power, control and guilt on them. They 
will turn back on you. Watch out!  We are all on a journey. No one fully knows what the future holds. A study 
of church history will give you some hints. The developments in technology will give you some hints. I will, like 

you will, look back at this email and one day thank God I wrote it to you. Don't control anything. Leave all to 
God and you soul will be at rest! 
  

You owe Pastors and apology. You owe the Evangelicals Leaders who came on the 16th an apology. You are 
saying they are stupid. They cannot reason with Muzi's ‘intelligence’. They cannot engage Muzi. They 
are gullible. This is the reason why Muzi invited them and left the "prudent scholar" out. According to you, I 
invited only those I could easily intimidate because I am afraid of your views. What pride Prof! 
"you decided to exclude me from your mailing list, is it because you are afraid that the views I have against you will find 

resonance in the minds of so many people that you try to convict with your theories…........ 
Thabo did not tell you that a core task team was formed to take the June 16 Conversation further. A further 
conversation / symposium, has been scheduled for 24 September 2010. You are invited, as a prudent scholar, 

come debate with REAL SCHOLARS. I am just a child of God; so, I will just be sitting there listening to scholars 
respond to questions raised by a child of God. I just raise questions; that is my sin to Evangelical Christians.  
  

You then use my favourite gaffe; 'stand up with anger but show love' I often say that a person who talks like 

this is a kind of a person who buys me my favourite vanilla ice-cream, then mixes it with manure before He 
offers it to me, then expects me to enjoy the ice-cream (got this from Tony Campolo). It is like saying; God 
hates sin but loves the sinner / holy anger/ righteous indignation, and all that crap that justifies behaviour that 
is unlike Christ; (until Muzi becomes himself and not a carbon copy of Sponge I will be rude in my discussions 
with him,). The former justifies the latter. I feel sorry for you. I really do.   
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What is your obsession with Muzi? HERE'S A MUZI SONG:   Muzi these are not your words ;  Muzi tell the 
truth;  Muzi to come out ; expose Muzi for what he is ; we cannot sit back and allowed to be fed by Muzi; 
Muzi is attacking;  stand up with anger but show love to a person of Muzi; until Muzi becomes himself; do not 
live the life of Sponge Muzi; South Africa needs Muzi (really);  that Muzi in the 1980s, (you won't see him 

again!;  this is a Muzi we know; this is a Muzi we want; Muzi is propagating; we need to blame Muzi who is 
funding the old man; Maphalala can never be able to say anything wrong against Muzi; Muzi is accusing other 
pastors; we will forever blame Muzi (FOREVER?: this is how eternal hell evolved). You love former Muzi ONLY! 
 
 If I was still where you are now, I would say you are possessed by a demon. But now I say you are just 
a psycho Prof. Muzi has now become a "sacrifice lamb" in the Evangelical church, thanks to you. You are on a 
journey Prof. Your journey will one day widen up your worldview, I pray.  A friend (Nic Paton) told me this; 

people who are on a journey (but are not aware that they are) do not want to be told, by those who are on 
a journey (and know they are), that they are on a journey.  Read it again. One day you will say it like Thabo;  
"I was blind but now I see".  You will be seeing with a new kind of seeing. When you do see, your perception 
of God will be changed forever. You were blind but know you see. I agree with you Thabo. May I suggest you 
are still blind (another kind of blindness) and soon, you will say it again; I was blind but now I se e; soon Thabo. 
Soon, very soon!    
 
4. THE CHRISTIAN GOD (THEO’S)  

  
Up to today Muzi there is no universally acceptable definition of God, there scientits have been telling us that, the Atheist 

are telling us, the Naturalist are telling us that and the Bible told us that long time ago, “ My thoughts are Higher than 

Thoughts” ( My apology for quoting the God of the Old Testament) now wena Muzi just because you were liberated in 

2007 you now claim you want to define this God and debate the concept and tell us that this is a GOD and this is not a 

GOD, how cheek of you to do that when evryone else have failed, 
 
You are angry at me for renouncing the Christian ‘God’. Besides being tribal to the core; this ‘God’ can't 
forgive! He can forgive vile murderers. He can forgive the most heinous of sins. He can’t forgive heresies’ like 

Muzi’s. He can even FORGIVE THE DARKEST OF SINS....EXCEPT!!!.... He can forgive anything...except a person 
who uses his mind to think. You see Prof, I can tell you a lot about the Christian ‘God’ and His Bible. He has a 
point of view (the bible). He hates people who think contrary to His point of view. He is a thinking ‘God’. He 

does not tolerate people who think differently. He cannot forgive me for thinking what I think about him. He 
cannot forgive me for using my mind to think about him! But, He can forgive anything else. I got an email from 
a fundamentalist Christian, quoting Bible verses that are saying to me; that the Christian ‘God’ won't forgive 
me for my heresy (embracing evolution) as I have sinned against the Holy Spirit by doing that, and so on, and 

so on. THE INERRANT BIBLE SAYS SO! I do no fault her for saying this. Christians always respond like this. They 
can’t respond otherwise. I fault the bible writers. The "Bible says - The Bible says" brigade is now on the 
march! I daily receive emails from Christians, telling how ‘God’ will never forgive me for the things I say. How I 
have to repent and avoid ‘God’s anger that will befall me. Fear (not love) – is the Christian ‘God’s most potent 

weapon. I have not used “The Bible says” tactic here. It is Muzi speaking here Prof.  
 
I challenged Muzi at any given point in time in Public or Private to expose how bankrupt is his argument. I do not hate 

Muzi, he does not hate me, but he knows that I hate his views and I dare challenge him to discuss this with him in a 

public platform and I am still waiting for the response.  
  

HOW DO YOU SEPARATE A SINNER FROM THE SIN?  You are just repeating a belief system the Christian 
religion taught me and you Prof! You and I were taught a false belief system. It is impractical. It is a 

contradiction Prof. It then continues to say; God and his word are one. You cannot separate God from his 
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word (view). How do you then separate Muzi from his word (view)? You love God by liking his view (bible). 
You hate Muzi by hating his views. Here is the most interesting contradiction on the Christian ‘God’: The 
Christian ‘God’ expects me to forgive everything, but He can't forgive everything! How does the Christian 
‘God’ expect me to forgive when; HE CAN'T FORGIVE CARDINAL HERESY? As you know by now, I am a highly 

heretical person. I am a self confessed one. All mystics are heretics; it has always been like this since.   
HOW DE WE, HERETICS, EXPECT CHRISTIANS TO FORGIVE US - WHEN THEIR ‘GOD’ CANNOT?  
Is this fair to Christians, or, to us, Devil, or even The Christian ‘God’? I can't do anything else but embrace 
evolution. It is my experience and I cannot deny my experiences. I am honest! This is my authentic self 
speaking (not Spong!). I can no longer behave normally, believing in talking snakes (with legs), talking 
donkeys, virgins that give birth, people who just take off into infinite space, etc. There was a time when I 
accepted these beliefs without question. My cyberspace mind can no longer accept this. My heart 

cannot worship a God rejected by my increasingly scientific mind. I am just being honest. I can no longer 
worship a ‘God’ who is said to be OMNI-SCIENCE (ALL SCIENCE) but is opposed to modern science. Not after I 
discovered that science means knowledge. I just cannot. That is me. Do whatever you like with what I am 
telling you. I do not expect you to forgive me for pain caused by the contents of this mail. On what bible basis 
should I expect you, to forgive me, when your ‘God’ cannot forgive me? I however, forgive you for the pain 
you caused me. I hope you as a ‘prudent scholar’ can solve the above puzzle for me; then I will worship again.  
  

GOD HATES DIVORCE! I think you knew this when you sent me the email requesting divorce papers from me. 

The (hating) Christian ‘God’ (the idol Christians call God) hates divorce, yet in the bible belt of the USA the 
divorce rate amongst Christians is higher than amongst ‘unbelievers’. Is divorce a realistic possibility in our 
universal cosmology? In a universe that is one? There is no such thing called divorce in this universe Prof. Ask 
any divorced person, they will tell you. You never completely divorce yourself from oneness. Divorced people 

know this truth very well, go ask them. Even the biblical mythical Hosea knew this very well.  I am not saying 
this because I am divorced. I am saying it because I am a mystic Prof. Can Christ ‘divorce’ himself into two? 
  

NO, the Christian church is anti-science - so psychologists are shunned. Just think of how Psychologists would 

help, in at least reducing the ‘divorce’ rate in the Church. In 2006 I observed these developments and asked 
questions; what is right and wrong inside the Church of my upbringing? I had questions that w ere forbidden in 
Church. I and millions of people around the world were asking these deep questions in 2006 when Richard 

Dawkins released his book - THE GOD DELUSION. This book came because its time had arrived. I think Christ 
instructed Richard to write the book! I thank God for the gift that Richard Dawkins has become to our world. It 
was about time. There is time for everything. Jesus said we cannot read the time! This is exactly where the 
Church is at the moment. I bought the book because I wanted answers that I could not get inside Christianity.

the call to take the road less travelled by. I have left, and am on my way to the Promised Land. I've just 

realized I am not alone on this road. At this moment, I  have a lot of friends travelling with me. It is no longer 
as lonely as it was when I first took it. I am on my way to meet “THE GOD BEYOND” the God’s of men and 
women. Thank God for atheists! May they continue to make this world a better place for the com ing 
generations! May they continue to answer the questions we are asking. Here's some good advice Prof:

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5. THE CHRISTIAN IDOL 
  
May I go back to: anniversary where this nonsense was propagated, I was not aware of the June 16 events that you 

organised Muzi.(read it again!). You were not there but have maliciously judged everything already. You should 

know, as "a prudent scholar", that Emperor Constantine made Christianity a religion of the Roman Empire in 
AD 325. As a scholar, you should know about what happened at the Council of Nicaea. Scriptures were then 
canonized into a book we now call ‘The Bible’ (a postmodern idol).

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6. CHRISTIAN BELIEFS 

 
Christian beliefs have immensely edified a greater part of my spiritual journey. I embraced them without 
questioning their origins or truthfulness. You tested me on these beliefs in the attached email of 2008. It was 

only when I got exposed to quantum science, cyberspace, a global cosmology, and my travels around the 
world that I began to doubt these beliefs. No wonder I advise; do not go where I’ve been! These beliefs were 
in conflict with the scientific cosmology I was living and working in. They ceased to make sense. I could no 
longer pretend. I could no longer afford to split my mind in two; one mind for biblical claims and another for a 
scientific universe. I began to search for the origins of these beliefs. Here is what I found out:  In the 
early twentieth century, some Christians, eventually described as fundamentalists, imposed a series of 
fundamental beliefs essential to being a Christian, including a belief in the literal truth of scripture, the virgin 

birth, the second coming, and substitution atonement. Those who affirm these  beliefs are Christians; and, 
those who don’t; are not. You are welcome into Christianity when you believe the five fundamentals; you are 
not welcome if you don't. It does not matter to them that it was just fearful theologians, who put these 
fundamentals together, and only in 1910; in reaction to Charles Darwin's scientific findings.  (Now you see the 
link between Darwin and the death of theology Prof). NO! You just have to believe them or else you are out! It 
is called a Christianity of beliefs and creeds. Beliefs seem more important than Christ-likeness. Many 
Christians say you have to be a ‘believer’ or embrace beliefs to be Christ-like. Is it true Prof? I disagree Prof.   
 

Your Christianity is one of beliefs, and not the way of Christ. Your rudeness and your vicious ‘holy’ anger is 
enough evidence Prof. (I know what God has done for me, it is not a theology, it is not the religion it is called belief.)

My beliefs offered me security in a very insecure 
world. When people messed up with my beliefs I got very angry and felt that I and my family were under 

threat.  Are you aware that beliefs have become a source of religious and political wars over the past 8000 
years of human history? Read the bible Prof; The Apostle Paul even cursed those who differed with his 
beliefs. He called them dogs; Prof. Paul claimed Jesus ‘revealed’ these beliefs to him! Was Paul lying; Prof? 
Many religious people have killed for beliefs. I questioned your anger in 2008. I still question your anger in 

2010. The anger will continue to manifest until you are delivered from beliefs. Over the past three years I’ve 
observed beliefs arouse ‘holy’ anger in believers. They often do not know how to handle the ‘holy’ anger 
aroused by these beliefs. They often find contradictions in reconciling it with love. 
 

No wonder your appeal to Pastors; we need to stand up with anger but show love. Only a demonic deity can 
be behind this talk Prof, not Christ. Anyone who dares to talk bad about this idol must be dragged before 
church tribunals and be punished. I don’t like this type of Christianity Prof!  The Christianity I’m observing on 

a daily basis is one that is judgemental, lacks compassion and kindness, and lacks the Spirit of Christ. It is 
actually a Christianity manifesting an angry God. Christian beliefs always lead to anger, and that anger is 
always justified by Christians as being a human condition. The Christian ‘God’ has a hell for Moslems 
(pagans) while Allah has a hell for Christians (infidels) Prof. (thanks to sceptic friend Khandani Msibi for this). 

 So, now you see where Maphalala’s ‘poison’ comes from. It was not money that ‘poisoned him’. It was this 
knowledge. This ‘poison’ does not kill Prof. Your kids won’t die but live when they drink it. Fear not Prof; Trust.   
You affirmed that you were a fundamentalist here; 
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(according to Paul Enns he defines Fundamentalism as a a terminology used to “identify one holding  to the five 

fundamentals of the faith adopted by the General assembly of the Presbyterian Church of the USA in 1910, these five 

fundamentals were the miracles of Christ, the virgin birth of Christ, the subsitutionary atonement of Christ, the bodily 

ressurection of Christ and the inspiration of the Scriptures”.

He is the Father of wrath, the father of male 
ordination and female submission, the father of literal and spiritual slavery.  

  
7. CHRISTIANITY WITHOUT GOD (THEO’S) 

  

On 17 August 2007 I woke up to a realization that Christianity as I understood it was a lie (myth). Christianity 
became a logical contradiction to me. Christianity required me to believe things that were now unbelievable 
and tricky. Christianity made me internalize beliefs I was embarrassed to confess to thinking people. Thinking 
scientific people listen to educated people make unbelievable claims, shake their heads, and just walk away 
from Christianity.  I realized suddenly that this Christianity was actually a pagan religion founded by 
Constantine. I later read Frank Viola and George Barna’s new book, Pagan Christianity. I then discovered the 
value of myth in religion. I discovered that all religions were created to survive on myth and not truth.  This 

realization came through the shower incident you ridicule so much. I then dug deep into the scholars you 
despise so much, to discover the bad news; that the Christian faith in all of its forms is in big trouble. As I 
discovered more; I went to Rwanda where I met and befriended Brian McLaren, who gave me the good news; 

that the Christian faith is pregnant with new possibilities. What are these possibilities Brian was talking about? 
Could Christianity be really pregnant with possibilities? What are they? I was then led to discover my new 
mentor, who gave me answers to these questions. Professor Lloyd Geering (a real one Prof.), in his most 
insightful book, Christianity without God, opened my eyes to the possibilities that are there for Christianity.  

I began to understand that Christianity will definitely evolve without this evil monstrous ‘God’ (Theo’s) Prof.  
My eyes were opened further. As the song goes, I sang it, ‘I can see clearly now the rain is gone’. The future of 
Christianity Prof; is with The God we meet in Jesus Christ. My eyes were opened further Prof. A real revelation 
came Prof!

I then discovered that Ludwig Feuerbach (1804 – 1872) was the 
one who first conceded that the mind (spirit) is the highest and noblest aspect of humanity, giving rise to 
ideas, thoughts, science, philosophy, and even religion. I then enquired further. I had a visitation (brain 
seizure) that made me visit a Neurologist.

It happens so easy and it is so human 
Prof. Human beings cannot define God. Human beings can ONLY experience God. There is no human 
vocabulary to define God (maybe tongues only). Human beings can only play the game I just played. I just 
realized that I‘ve just named the un-nameable   &^%%R&$^E@EEW)(*&^%%$;  My apologies; fellow 
mystics. Let us get back to Jesus......but....before I get back to Jesus Prof. Let me agree with Prof Richard 
Dawkins; that the God defined by human beings, reading ‘Holy Books’ in human language; DOES NOT EXIST.

Like it 
was in ancient Egypt Prof; The un-nameable   &^%%R&$^E@EEW)(*&^%%$ has come to deliver His 
people from the Christian God.  I know how uncomfortable and unsettling this is, to many traditional 
Christians. For that I offer my humble apologies. Here I stand! I cannot do otherwise!

This is why I have a problem with the Bible; for the reason that Paul had a problem with Peter.  Just as the 
Biblical writers saw imperfectly as in a cloudy mirror; I see better now; though it is still in a cloudy mirror. I see 

what they were seeing through a better mirror, though it is still cloudy. All I know is that like Esther; I was 
raised for this moment! My time has come. Like them, I have a quest to follow, an inner voice to obey. Please 
understand my quest. Like mythical Shadrack, Meshach, and A bad Negro; I refuse to bow to an idol!  
 

Like Abraham and the Patriarchs after him, I was called to leave the Gods of my tribe (just found out  that my 
tribe has so many idols, looking from outside), I have been called out of the Gods of men, Gods that can be 
defined by human beings, Gods that can be contained in holy books (including the Christian God). I have been 
called to an unknown world inhabited by, how can I say it? The un-nameable&^%%R&$^E@EEW)(*&^%%$  

un-definable, unknown ‘God beyond’ the known Gods. The God beyond God, that has become the desire of 
my heart every waking moment of my life, since the fateful day of 17 August 2007. I often feel like my life has 
been stolen away from me. The world is a foreign place to me. It is like exile to me. I then utter Paul's 
words, "It is no longer I that lives!"  I fully understand that it is still a problem to many Evangelicals that this 

quest began with Richard Dawkins' book. I fully understand how my atheism disgusts traditional Christians. I 
wish I was in control of moments. I would definitely do things the Christian way. I fully understand the fears 
within Christianity. 

  

What is emerging is totally foreign to the Christian tradition. It is totally unknown to Christians. Like Abraham, 
brothers and sisters, we all have to leave a world we know to go into a world we do not know. I know it is a 
scary. Thomas a’ Kempis once said; “If you fancy that you know many things, and fairly understand them; 

remember that the things you do not know are more than those you know”.  I understand the fears! This is 
totally beyond my control. I'm sorry about the pain this quest has inflicted on many. My sincere humble 
apologies, even apologize for the contents of this letter. I know they will definitely rub some people on the 
wrong side. I still live by the unfolding message from my encounter. Brian McLaren, my other mentor, advised 

that I should not use my encounter like fundamentalists, when they talk on the Bible. So, I say it - but not like 
a fundamentalist. One day you will understand what I am trying to communicate; just be patient. It's all about 
Kairos. I affirm my desire to create space for conversation with my Evangelical brothers and sisters. It is not 
my intention to create tension inside this ship. Again, I call my brothers and sisters to engage the Emerging 

church. I am aware of the fears, uncertainty, and venturing in to the unknown. Let us take the exodus and go 
to a place where we will meet the un-nameable  &^%%R&$^E@EEW)(*&^%%$. I fully understand the fears 
raging within the Evangelical Movement. COME WITH ME EVANGELICALS! COME WITH ME ON THIS ROAD 
LESS TRAVELLED. Like our mythical Father, Abraham, let us venture into the unknown. Like in mythical Eden,

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the universe is today pregnant with a JESUS EXPLOSION. It can happen any moment now! The Spirit is 
hovering over the universe! A NEW EARTH is being born. When this JESUS EXPLOSION is over; this Religion 
that Constantine formed in AD 325 (Christianity) will just be a shell of its former self.  
  

The Buddha said, "If you have a desire; desire - but know that desire will take you through tremendous 
suffering". Our Madiba is a perfect example! Madiba desired - his desires brought untold pain to him and his 
loved ones. Nelson Mandela's long walk to freedom began with a desire. That desire evolved into a 

long painful journey. Watch out for a desire my brother! Like others before me, I have come to terms and 
accepted as part of the price of my quest that I will be criticized, misunderstood, crucified, marginalized, and 
even verbally abused through emails similar to yours. Like them, I know that my quest will lead me to the way 
of the cross. Like others before me, I know that my quest will always take me through the road less travelled 

by (that road is now less lonely). Like John the Baptist, I am beginning to enjoy my post-evangelical wilderness 
(as the late Michael Spencer defined it). Like others before me, I know my quest will lead to the defenders of 
orthodoxy drawing me to tribunals and charging me with heresy, anti-Christ, deceiver, son of Satan etc. 
Like Martin Luther King, I have seen the Promised Land. As the evolution of this consciousness increases, 

I expect more pain from my Cain brothers; defenders of the God of yesterday. Like Joseph, I embrace betrayal 
by my evangelical brothers. I always tell my wife that if I die, I will be killed by an evangelical brother. Like 
Moses, I feel called to deliver God's people from a paper Pharaoh.  
 

10. CONCLUSION 

  

So, your emails are just like water over a duck (Kenneth Hagin Sr. once said that). Kenneth was once my ‘faith’ 
glasses mentor or ‘scholar’ if you like. I actually welcome all hateful, hurtful negative emails from religious 

zealots. I welcome them more than I welcome the positive ones, as they strengthen my muscles for the way 
forward. Prof, you were placed by God in the role you are playing. You are playing your role (except for the 
pathetic English) very well. Thank you for being what you were created to be. Your emails have opened new 
horizons in my journey. Continue in what you were created to be. Just give me space to be what I was created 

to be. Have tolerance for me like I have tolerance for you (except for your English).     
I have tried to talk strong without being offensive to you or other people. I have tried my utmost best to be 

MUZI and not Spong. I have avoided what you have wrongly referred to as, plagarism (did you mean 

plagiarism?) I’m interested in getting more information about your tertiary institution. You have been 

cheated. I say this with due respect.  If you happy and at peace about responding, then respond. You do not 

have to if you do not feel like.

evryone else have failed, now you will tell me that I am a Fundamentalist, no I refuse baba, I just refuse. You yourself say 

so in your book that you do not claim to posses all the truth about God but you then think that just because you have 

access to internet then you can solve the problem and define God for us, no Muzi that is crazy. Muzi our God is Big we 

cannot fathom Him. Once again I have not entered the debate about God the Concept, I have ceased long time ago, what 

I am waiting is for the Scientist to prove to me without the shadow of doubt that there is NO GOD then I will enter this 

debate, until then allow me to remain Ignorant of Bishop Spong, Richard you know why they will not add to the already 

known view, but I do accept that they will add to other people who do not know what they seek.  

The difference between me and you is that I accept the fact that this God is Big and Huge and even if I try I will not 

understand Him that is why I will continue to worship Him, you want to try hard to understand this God and in your failure 

to get answers then you want to compartmentalise Him and put Him in a Box and take that you want and live that you do 

not want, that does not make your proposition to be correct and mine to be wrong, it is just that you decide to make a 

conclusion. And that process is hardly consistent with a scientific approach.   

I know by now baba you are so determined to refer to me as this emotional crazy Fundamentalist, let me try and define 

for you what Paul Enns define as Fundamentalist as I realise that you use this word very lightly which is dangerous, now 

according to Paul Enns he defines Fundamentalism as a a terminology used to “identify one holding  to the five 

fundamentals of the faith adopted by the General assembly of the Presbyterian Church of the USA in 1910, these five 

fundamentals were the miracles of Christ, the virgin birth of Christ, the subsitutionary atonement of Christ, the bodily 

ressurection of Christ and the inspiration of the Scriptures”. This is a definition of a Fundamentalist, now please ensure 

that when you use this word you use it in a correct concept.  

 Now for me to try and put the proposition of the debate between me and you and we are getting closer. I need to prepare 

myself to debate but based on this 5 Fundamentalist proposition which one do you dismiss because that should form the 

basis of our discussion. 

         Miracles of Christ 

         Virgin Birth of Christ 

         Atonement of Christ 
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         Bodily Ressurection of Christ 

         Inspiration of the Scriptures  

The reason why I now narrow down this interaction to this 5 points is that in your last e-mail you said you believe in the 

God of Christ/Jesus say Abba Father, now help me the God of Christ you want to bow to which one of the 5 

fundamentalist view about that God and Christ you dismiss and which one you subscribe to, this will help to know what is 

Muzi’s view on this matter now I do not want what you have been telling about Spong or Richard, I want Muzi now to tell 

me, this will then form the basis of our debate, may be after your clarification I will now seriously enter the core debate o f 

your book and the Concept of God. Let me warn depending on your answer you may find out that you are also a 

Fundamentalist. 

Now Nkokheli by now I think there is a respect from both side proving that I try to read all sorts of things coming away and 

I have a great respect of your quest and ability to engage at this level there are very few Christians Muzi who can debate 

at this level and I must thank you that indeed you have made me think on countless occasion with your courage of 

advancing what many people are afraid to debate. 

Me and you will eventually find each other so that as we debate we debate on the similar basis. Your Vatican trip is it a 

holiday visit or a group of research student going to conduct a reseacrh about all these issues, if this is what you will be 

doing I await your findings but if it is only a holiday tourist trip to Vatican please do not quote your findings as the basis to 

advance your argument, by now you should know me by now how strict I am when people do a shabby job then wants to 

convince us that this is well researched, but on a more lighter note do enjoy your trip I have always wanted to visit that 

city. 

About Bishop TD Jakes, like all of us including myself he is a human being not immune from the pressures of the world, 

he is not an authority on the matters of God, he is just a talented preacher who I have great respect, and that respect will 

cease if he no longer subscribe to that which I hold so dear, even if God Hinself can come back and tell me that you know 

what I was joking whatever you thought about ME is not TRUE, I will struggle to believe that Muzi, so my conviction is not 

based on what people are saying or doing it is based on my conviction about that which I know what God has done for 

me, it is not a theology, it is not the religion it is called belief. You call it experience I may agree but I do not want to limit 

this God only to my limited experience He is bigger than that 
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
